· Know Moon phases in order: New Moon, Waxing Cresent, 1st quarter, Waxing gibbous, Full Moon, Waning gibbous, 3rd quarter, Waning cresent.

· Renewable resources—natural resources that CAN be replaced by nature.  Examples: trees, plants, water, sunlight

· Non renewable resources—natural resources that CANNOT be replaced by nature and there are limited amounts on Earth. Example: Coal, natural gas, oil

· Mechanical weathering—breaks rocks apart without changing them chemically.  Example:  roots from trees or plants 

· Chemical weathering—breaks rocks apart by reacting chemically with the minerals in the rocks.  Example:  water dissolving the minerals
