Student Responsibilities

1. 5 minute break in between classes is to:

a. go to your locker

b. go by the office, if necessary

c. return a phone message if you received a note to do so

2. When the tardy bell rings you may not leave my class unless it is an emergency or the office calls for you. REREAD #1
3. Homework – Frequently you will finish work in class.  Often, if homework is assigned, you will be given a couple of nights to complete it in consideration of your other classes and outside activities.  However, when it is due, bring it to class – otherwise it will be counted late. I encourage you to turn in homework on time to avoid reduction in your grade. When projects are assigned, I will allow time including weekends so you can manage your time – so make sure you do.  Don’t procrastinate in gathering materials, planning, or completing the project.

4. Absenteeism – Please make an effort to eat healthy, exercise, and get enough rest so you will stay well throughout the school year.  Unfortunately, some of you may still fall ill, so please have your parents/guardians call the school for your makeup work and then have them come and pick it up.  Often you may feel well enough the evening before your return to school the next day to go ahead and begin your makeup work.  You have as many days as you are absent to make up the work (for example, 1 day out, 1 day to make up work).  Make me aware of planned absences ahead of time so you can get your work to avoid falling behind.  This includes school sponsored activities, such as, band, strings, choir, and athletic field trips.
